Meir chief justice Levav [during his
lifetime], what he found a wondrous event and what Rabbeinu
Mordechai Yaffa ‘Baal Halevushim" wrode about this. On leaves
103-110 the author includes solitary chapters regarding grammar,
voowelization and the rules of the Mesora.

Written at the eonclusion of the book: ‘this book I chiseled..
what I compiled and my thoughts and knowledge and what 1
heard... accordingly I titled this book ‘Leket HaPardeis®. At
the conclusion the *prat’ is listed 1714,

The ntle of the Book hints toe the name of the author, The word
‘B'Pardess” equals in numerclogy [with a ‘mispar katan® of 22]
to hiz name Elchanon. He has alse been indentified by another
manuseript copy found in Oxford, Bodliana 1908, Written on the
title page of the Oxford manuscript 15 ‘Leket Elchanon of
Brodt®.

This manuscript precedes the Oxford manuseript in fime,
and it is apparently the autograph of the author. An
important composition that was never printed.
