radical ideological or formal changes in order to plunge Rumanian Jewry into the abyss.

The heavy responsibility for all that was perpetrated in Rumanian politics in those
years — including the fate of the country’s Jewry — devolves upon King Carol, the
actual ruler during this period.

THE JEWISH HISTORICAL GENERAL ARCHIVES

In recent months documents and lists of documents from the following countries
have been received by the Archives:

Austria
The Osterreichisches Staatsarchiv in Vienna sent another supplement to the lists of
material on the history of the Jews kept in their Archives.

Belgium

Rabbi Dr. S. Ullman, Antwerp, sent the Archives copies of documents on the history
of the Jews of Belgium in the XVI-XXth centuries, including among others 4 lists of
the population census in Ghand in 1808, as well as entries from various memorial
books. Rabbi Ullman also presented the Archives with a manuscript of his study on the
history of the Jews of Belgium.

Czechoslovakia

The exchange of microfilms between Stdtni Zidovské Muzeum (The Jewish State
Museum) in Prague and the Jewish Historical General Archives continued during
recent months. The Muzeum sent us a continuation of the copy-book of outgoing letters
of the Prague community, 17241741, as well as a copy-book of the letters of Rabbi
David Oppenheim of Prague, 1697-1724 (in German). The Muzeum received from the
Archives a microfilm of the minute-book of the community of Trebié, 1674-1803.

France

A microfilm of documents on the history of the Jews in Marseille and Aix, 1672—
1773 and Jewish merchants in the Levant was received from the Archives of the
Chambre de Commerce in Marseille.

Germany

The late Dr. Shlomo Ettlinger, Nahariyah, presented the Archives with one copy of
his study “Ele Toldot” (These are the generations...) —a detailed index containing
names of the Jews of Frankfurt am Main, 1241-1803 (16 vols., type-written). — A
microfilm of the “Minutes of the resolutions and letters of the committee of the indigent
Jews expelled from the town of Hamburg in 1814” was received from the Hebrew
National and University Library, Jerusalem.— Mr. E. Rothschild, Tel Aviv, forwarded
lists, in photostate and microfilm, of material concerning Jews kept in the Niedersichsi-
sches Staatsarchiv in Osnabriick. — Dr. William Markrich, U.S.A., sent the Archives
several documents from the collection of his late father, Max Markreich, on the history
of the Jews in Eastern Frisia, in the 18th century. — Mr. G. Ballin, Seesen, donated lists
of the descendants of Abraham Goldschmidt of Emden, Genealogical tables of the
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Ballin family, copies and photostates of documents on the history of the Jews-in Aurich
and in Eastern Frisia in the 18th and 19th centuries, as well as copies of tombstone
inscriptions in Jewish cemeteries in Hebenhausen and Gehrden by Hannover.— From
the American Jewish Archives, Cincinnati, microfilms were received containing minute-
books, 1746-1813; account-books, 1754-1823; statutes 1721-1786; documents of the Jew-
ish rabbinical court; copies of wills, etc. from the community of Fiirth and the minute-
book of the community of Paderborn, 1742-1832.— Mrs. Henriette Hirsch, Ramat-
Gan, donated the private papers of her late sister-in-law, Mrs. Therese Friedemann,
widow of Dr. Adolf Friedemann.

Ireland
Mr. D. Spain, Londonderry, forwarded the remains of the community archives of

Londonderry, 1900-1948, which contain minute-books, copy-baoks of outgoing letters,
account-books, etc.

Switzerland
A microfilm of the “Familienbuch des Israelitischen Cultusvereins, Ziirich”, 1862-
1876, was received from the Municipal Archives of that city.

US.A.
Three microfilms of files containing mainly correspondence and reports on the sup-

port given to the Jews of Russia during 1881-1890, were received from the American
Jewish Archives, Cincinnati.

Private Archives

Mrs. Bracha Fraenkel, Haifa, donated the private archive of Rabbi Michael Fuerth
from Hanau, which contains letters and family documents from 1768-1900.
